Alexandria Forever 2008
A Chancellor Forever Scenario by Kurt Garwood and Edgard Portela
Short description:

Alexandria Forever is a scenario based off the Alexandrian Empire micronation.  It has been modified to make for an interesting election and a more diverse country.  The player must lead any one of Alexandria’s five major parties to victory, as well as gain enough seats to form government.
Overview:
Alexandria is a Caribbean nation that was first settled by European colonists in 1515 AD.  It was initially settled by the Spanish who set up a flourishing plantation economy.  It was then seized by the French in 1670, which used it as a naval base until they were evicted by a rebellion in 1815.  The Spanish then retook the islands, but were forced to abandon them in 1848 due to the fact that they were spending far more resources on maintaining the colony than what it was worth.  The most turbulent period was the “Revolution” of 1774 to 1781 led by French Alexandrian Joseph Thiers- whose Republican forces were crushed by a mixed Franco-Spanish force.  Alexandria then became the Empire of Alexandrians, with its first Emperor Francis Joseph I.  It has since then continued thereon as a monarchy, with the first Parliamentary convention in 1898.  
Since its independence, Alexandria has suffered from civil wars, natural disasters, and social turbulence yet it has emerged form them as a rising global power with an impressive military and a resilient economy.  It has been traditionally ruled by conservative parties, with the occasional period of liberal or socialist government.  In general, such governments have occurred only three times (1933-1946, 1961-1969, and 1978-1983).  Since 1983 Alexandria has been ruled by the Alexandrian Conservative Party (ACP), which has enjoyed high popularity and electoral success due to military victories abroad, imperial expansion, and steady economic growth. The 2004 election was a landslide for the Conservatives, who were helped by strong jingoistic sentiments among the populace for defeating Islamic insurgents in the overseas territory of Sennar as well as in favor of going to war against the hated Arminy.  The new Conservative leader, Mathieu Poitiers, launched military operations against Arminy with the help of allies like Katyusha and Stormark, which ended in a debacle with Alexandrian forces being handed devastating defeat after defeat and the Empire’s major cities would be bombed and seized by Arminy by 2005.  Meanwhile, Sennar fell completely under control of its Islamic insurgents after Alexandrian troops withdrew to metropolitan Alexandria. 
Luckily for Alexandria, it was saved by the timely intervention of Stormark—whose armed forces turned the tide in the war and helped liberated Alexandria and its territories.  Arminy was forced to sue for peace by early 2006, but the Conservatives were largely blamed by the electorate for the initial military disaster.  Meanwhile, the Empire was rocked by a series of financial and economic crises beginning in 2007, which further damaged the rock-bottom approval ratings for the government.  The last straw for Poitiers was an embarrassing spy scandal in early 2008 which saw the Imperial Director of Intelligence, Josue Torres resign and flee the country after he was discovered to be an Ocian spy.  With his government on the verge of collapse, Poitiers requested the Emperor to dissolve Parliament and announced his resignation from politics. So will the opposition PDP landslide to victory and bring about a “permanent realignment” of Alexandrian politics?
System of government:

Alexandria uses a multi-member district system based off the single-transferable vote.  It is a Constitutional Monarchy with a Parliament.  The Emperor, Edgard II, and the Portela Royal Family are the monarchs.  Unlike other countries, the monarch enjoys far greater powers and functions as an unelected executive.  The Emperor has the ability to form governments, to rule by decree in case of an emergency, to sign or veto legislation, and serves as commander-in-chief of the Alexandrian armed forces.  Parliament has control over nearly every other governmental issue- and a Supreme Court serves as a judicial branch that interprets the laws enacted by the Emperor and the Parliament.  The First Consul (formerly Prime Minister until 2008, when it was changed by legislation at the behest of the ruling Conservative Party and the Emperor) must therefore serve as a consensus builder, a negotiator with the Emperor, and the political leader of a party.  The voting age is 18, and Alexandria requires 2 years of National Service in the military as a combatant or support staffer upon graduation from high school.
The political parties:
Conservative Party: The Conservatives are a mainstream center-right party but in the mold of traditional Christian Democratic, “Catholic Center,” and Conservatives.  They are supportive of big business, the aristocracy, the military, the monarchy, the Catholic Church and prosperous farmers. The Party is descended from the Imperial-Unionist Party, and strongly associated with pro-business economic policies along with an aggressive pro-imperial stance.  It was founded in 1945 after the end of Micro World War II, and is the Empire’s “natural party of government.”
Progressive Democratic Party: The Progressive Democratic Party is a socialist party, which was founded in 1952, and supports traditional agrarian-proletarian socialism in the mode of most other Latin American parties.  Their support is the strongest in urban working class areas and rural agrarian provinces.  Their basic constituencies are the urban proletariat, peasants or campesinos, trade unions, poorer non-whites, and the lower middle class.  They are predicted to become the official opposition to the Conservatives.
Alexandria Amelioration: the Alexandria Amelioration Party follows the ideology of classical liberalism though it contains a sizeable number of moderates and centrists within its ranks.  They are in favor of personal liberty, free markets, human rights, and entrepreneurship.  The AAP is most heavily supported by small businesses, entrepreneurs, “progressive” elements within the aristocracy, university students, and members of the professional-managerial classes.  The Party was formed in 2007 to replace the old Liberty and Democracy Party, which was a spin-off liberal party from the Radical Party formed in 1959.
Partido Popular: Partido Popular or the “Peoples’ Party” was founded in 1987 to reflect the interests of Alexandria’s fast-growing evangelical and Protestant populations.  They are perceived as more moderate than the ACP, but have almost always been a reliable coalition partner for the Conservatives due to shared social conservatism and nationalist attitudes.  Partido Popular usually attracts cross-class support due to the diverse composition of Alexandria’s Protestant population, but its reputation as a “Protestant” party has limited its appeal to the Catholic majority.
Radical Party: The Radicals are a “big-tent” party that encompasses libertarians, anarcho-liberals, progressives, socialists and some anarchists.  This party is united by its vague principles of “economic reform, social reform, and constitutional reform.”  It is Alexandria’s oldest political party, having been founded in 1881 by reformist bourgeois elements opposed to the Monarchy and its aristocratic base of support. It was the traditionally dominant center-left political force until the 1960s, when the party began suffering from internal bickering and chronic factionalism which contributed to its electoral collapse and relegation to its 5th party position.  Their main objective is to avoid political irrelevance altogether by differentiating themselves from the other “progressive” parties. 

The Official Provinces:

Geneva West: Imperial Capital; Home to the more prosperous and wealthier parts of the city; mostly Catholic

Geneva East: Imperial Capital; Home to the more working-class parts of the city, mostly Protestant

Baudrix: Alexandria’s “Center of Commerce”, heavily suburbanized; Catholic majority with some Orthodox
Galatia: Industrialized German province; major sectors: coal, steel, chemicals; Protestant majority

Leifgrad-Baden: Rural German province; major sectors: farming, beer, and livestock; Catholic majority 

Ibelin: Rural French province; major sectors: wine, cheese, and fishing; Catholic majority

Teychili: Rural Black and Indian province; major sectors: gold, silver, sugar; Protestant plurality 

Bolívar: Mestizo “Breadbasket”; major sectors: corn, wheat, coffee, cacao, and iron; Catholic plurality
Rio Grande: Industrialized Mestizo province; major sectors: steel, copper, aluminum, oil; Catholic majority

Loredo: Rio Grande’s capital; major sectors: shipping, fishing, oil, and plastics; Protestant majority

San Martín: fast-growing Mestizo province: industries: automobiles, livestock, textiles; Catholic majority
Napoléon: Alexandria’s “Military Base”; industries: armaments, military services, agriculture; heavily Catholic

Corvocado: Sleepy rural Spanish province; major industries: fishing, finance, tourism; Catholic majority

Valenciennes: Suburban French province; major industry: information technology; secularized Catholic

Greater Edgardia: Capital of Valenciennes; university and “knowledge economy’ hub; secularized Catholic

New Alexandria: Heavily Indian province; industries: fishing, agriculture, precious metals; Catholic majority
Santander: Immigrant hub; industries: forestry, machine tools, tobacco; Protestant majority
